e Genesis 39:20-23 (Joseph ended up in prison falsely accused)
Matthew 28:20 (JESUS is with you!)
Romans 8:28 (God will work for YOUR GOOD!)

A. You need God’s Wisdom to do this life...not just information! Joseph was tuned in to God!
